Says 
Marc Lohausen of top online retailer Frontline. 

In addition the in visitor increase Bright also saw 
an increase in exhibitors, which is now at 280. This 
is an increase from 200 in the Summer 2007 show. 
The increase came from the Footwear and Street-
wear sectors. 

Bright has also expanded its facilities at the 
Former Frankfort Police headquarter building 
once again to accommodate the growing exhibitor 
roster. Bright now boasts 10,000 sqm in f loor space 
with more room to grow if needed.
