The 4th issue of winter Bright 2007 at the weekend of 20th till 21st of January 2007 was a great success. High temperatures plus the enormous enhanced profile with an expanded exhibitor portfolio effectuate a considerable increase of 65% registered visitors.

The attendants expected a spectrum of 200 brands, concerning Streetwear, Skateboard/ Boardsport and Sneakers. 

Opening the left wing at the ground floor the exhibiting space enlarges itself with 500sqm and amplified with a total area of 3500sqm.

Especially the continuous growth with 10,2% of qualified visitors from abroad, points at the increasing relevance on an international level.

The  Bright welcomes retailers from Scotland, Poland, Spain, USA, Canada, France, Switzerland, Luxembourg, Denmark, Russia and Czech Republic. 

The visitors from Austria, The Netherlands and Italy achieved the greatest international visitor rate.

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The balanced relation between the three components Skateboarding-, Streetwear and Sneakerbrands refelects the selling conditions in the European retail trade and creates the basis of the Tradeshow.
