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Press Release Winter Bright 2008

The 6th Bright, taking place last weekend, topped the 2007 summer show: not only the number of exhibitors increased by 20%, also the visitors’ number rose from over 3000 in summer 2007 to 3750, which confirmed again the big interest in a specific tradeshow for the segments Skateboarding, Streetwear, Sneakers and Streetfashion. That means the Bright has never been so successful since its launch in Summer 2005.

With the foyer of the ancient police headquarter and the newly added exhibition space on the third floor the Bright area expanded to over 9000 sqm. The location now offered 260 exhibiting brands the opportunity to present their trends for winter season 2008 in the familiar relaxed atmosphere.
For the first time Scandinavia became a new international visitors group, represented by numerous buyers from Denmark, Sweden and Finland. Beside Switzerland and Austria, again the biggest group of international visitors, the Bright welcomed also traders from France, Italy, UK, Spain, Czechia, Poland, Luxembourg, the Netherlands and the US. In order to that, the number of international visitors increased by over 10% and consequently emphasized the demand for an international platform. More and more, the Bright turns out to be a global institution.

The challenge cup for the `Best Booth Contest` was handed over to the label Suenos. For the first time the winner of the fanciest booth was voted by the audience.

Again, the Bright was enriched by a photo exhibition in cooperation with curator Alex Basile on the main floor. The proceeds of the sale will go to a children’s home and a home for handicapped people in Romania.

In addition to this, the team of Faux Ami presented the exhibition `Censorship is Weak as Fuck`, a collection of skateboard graphics by the artists Marc McKee and Sean Oliver.
